ANTI-TRAFFICKING & MODERN SLAVERY

Objective(s) To understand what The Salvation Army is doing to fight
. against trafficking and modern slavery

To reflect on and explore what we could all do to fight against
trafficking and modern slavery

Introduction : Slide 2: Introduce lesson objectives and title, set the scene by
. questioning students on what they already know about traf-
. ficking and modern slavery; or if continued from previous
. lesson, what they remember about the topic.

people. Get feedback from different groups:

are victims of human trafficking?
¢ What shocked you?
o What questions do you have?
e What impact did the help of The Salvation Army
have on people?

. go on to highlight the Bible teachings on the presentation as
an explanation of why The Salvation Army supports victims
of trafficking and modern slavery.
