Make some animal sounds! That night, in the stable, Jesus 
was born. Mary wrapped him in cloths and put him in the 
manger, which was the animals’ food trough. 
What sound might a new baby make? What 
a noisy, messy, smelly stable!  
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Out in the fields that night, some shepherds 
were looking after their sheep. (Baaaa, baaa!) 
Suddenly an angel appeared! The shepherds 
were very scared! The angel told the 
shepherds not to be scared because he had 
good news to share. Can you pretend to 
be a scared shepherd? 
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The angel told the shepherds to go and see 
Jesus, a very special baby who had been born in 
a stable. Then lots more angels appeared and 
sang about peace on earth and kindness to 
all people.  
Flap your wings (arms!) like an angel. 
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When the shepherds got to the stable and saw 
the baby, they knelt down in front of the 
manger. Shhhhh! 
They were very happy they had found the special baby 
sent by God. They were so amazed, they went and told 
everyone what they had seen. 
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Later, some wise men came from the east to see Jesus. 
They had followed a special star in the sky which showed 
them where the baby would be. Follow the starry trail to 
the next part of the story - and help the wise 
men find the stable! 
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The wise men brought special gifts because they 
knew that baby Jesus was a king. They were 
surprised that he had been born in a smelly stable and not 
in a palace. They gave him gifts of gold, 
frankincense and myrrh to 
show how special he was. 
Eat the gold chocolate coin in 
your pack! 
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Well done, you’ve completed the trail! 
Every Christmas, people remember this special story.  
The baby Jesus grew up and was full of God’s kindness and 
love. He said that everyone in the world, no matter how 
unimportant they feel, is precious, like treasure. Give 
yourself a hug to show how precious you are!
