You could put 
your creation up where you can see it as a 
reminder of everything you have learned in 
today’s session.

 Write
Write a poem about what we read in today’s 

Bible story. There are lots of different types of 
poems to choose from – for example: a rhyming 
poem; an acrostic poem, starting each line with a 
letter from the word ‘SHEPHERD’; or even a shape 
poem in the shape of a sheep!

Pray
In today’s story we heard how the sheep 

know the shepherd’s voice. Jesus is our good 
shepherd and we need to know, recognise 
and trust his voice. Spend some time in prayer 
listening to God’s voice. What is he saying to you 
today? It will always be something good. You 
may want to write this down and share it with 
someone.

 Draw
Draw a picture of the good shepherd. I 

wonder what yours would look like? I wonder 
what your shepherd is doing?
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
