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Baby Song Risk Assessment
Typical activities include:

· Free play, allowing children to play around the area, under supervision of parent/carer, although not always within the designated space.
· Singing with parents/carers.

In order to best manage risks posed by Baby Song, the following risk management strategies and tools will be adhered to at each Baby Song session:
· A trained and nominated first-aider and a first-aid kit will be available.

· Significant risks and incidents will be further reported as required to the appropriate authority, eg 999 call, local authority, landowner, The Salvation Army etc.
· Parents and carers will be reminded they are responsible for the wellbeing and safety of their own children while at a Baby Song session.
· The Baby Song team will receive relevant Salvation Army safeguarding training.

· Parents are reminded to supervise babies throughout the session.
	Remind adults to close doors after them.
	Group leader, during every session.

	Excessive water temperatures from hot water taps 
	All
(children/adults/team)
	Water temp checks regularly. 
Hot water signs in all sinks. 
Burns kit available if needed. 
	
	

	Hot radiators and pipes.

	Toddler/child
	· Radiators are raised off the floor so low risk for pre-walkers.
· Pipes are covered or blocked off by chairs/tables.
	
	

	Collapsing stacked chairs 
	All
(children/adults/team)
	· No chairs to be stacked.
· Anything stacked will be cordoned off or moved out of the room.

	Check area before every session. 
	Group leader, before every session.

	Poor hygiene 
	All
(children/adults/team)
	· Handwashing facilities provided.
· Hand sanitiser and tissues available.
· Hygiene/nappy bins available for appropriate disposal.
· Baby changing facilities available. 

	Remind parents to use the nappy bin provided.
	 

	Use of hazardous play equipment (eg inflatable structures or ball pits etc)
	A child 

NB All types of play will involve some degree of risk of minor injury.
	· All equipment and toys will be visually checked before and after each session.
· Use of gym mats for anything that could result in climbing or tumbling.

	Visually check resources and remind parents to supervise throughout, as well as consider their child’s ability before allowing them to play with certain activities. 
	Group leader, before every session.

	Trapping hazards from doors

	Toddler/child
	· Adults to take precautions when closing and opening doors.

	Team members to keep alert.
	

	Injury caused by another child

NB Minor injuries and knocks are likely to occur and are often difficult to prevent.
	Toddler/child
	· Parental supervision throughout the sessions.
· Policy document outlining behaviour and expectations.
· Quiet space next door for parents to use to calm children should this be needed.
· Plenty of space in the main play area and a limit to how many children per session to reduce overcrowding. 
	
	

	Lack of first-aid facilities 

	All
(children/adults/team)
	· First-aid kit located in the room of the activity.
· Additional first-aid kit and burns kit located in the kitchen.
· These are regularly restocked and checked.
	Apply necessary first aid in the event of an incident and fill in report log.
	 

	Allergies 
	All
(children/adults/team)
	· Allergies identified on the register.
· Where allergies are present, parents will be asked not to consume outside food on the premises.
· Precautions will be made on the food served. 
· Expectations around putting food out of reach explained. 
· Any messy play activities will have allergens clearly labelled near the trays and known allergies will be considered. 

	Closely supervise children within the group who are known to put things in their mouths.
	

	Hot drinks 

	All
(children/adults/team)
	· Hot drinks served in lidded cups; parents asked to place these out of reach of children when not consuming them. 
· Drinks trolley placed out of reach of children and cordoned off.

	
	 

	Access to the building
	All
(children/adults/team)
	· Internal doors shut and with high handles.
· Main door visible to volunteers.
· Sign-in entrance way explaining group taking place. 
· Door into empty community hall to be kept closed.
· Unexpected visitors are challenged / spoken with and kept in foyer area. Only parents and carers of the group permitted access to the area where the group is being held.
